• Be specific and concise. 
• Focus on program or activity that most describes the nominee’s service. 
• Assume that the decision makers know nothing about the nominee. 

o 7-second rule – Grab the reader’s attention immediately. 
o Assume nothing – Explain your nominee’s contribution in detail. 
o Use examples and anecdotes – if appropriate. 
o Make every word count – Choose your words carefully because space is limited. 
o Use quotes from people that know the nominee. 
o Need and initiative – Tell why your nominee stands out from the crowd.

4. Uniqueness: Describe the nominee’s special skills, qualities that make her extraordinary, including 
public service, advocacy efforts and other community involvement activities.  

5. Summary: Summarize why you believe this nominee deserves recognition by the Women’s 
Leadership Council. Remember to emphasize the nominee’s work with, or on behalf of, young teen 
girls.
